
We are pleased to announce our sixth competition for the new series of juried artist catalogs called Studio Visit.  The publi-
cation offers artists a new and effective venue through which to introduce their work to a serious national audience of art 
world professionals. The results of this competition will be published in the Summer of 2010.

Studio Visit will be a nationally focused publication that presents all two- and three-dimensional work. Each volume 
includes approximately 150 artists. Selected artist will be provided with one full page that will include a full color image, 
contact information and a brief artist statement. Each volume of Studio Visit will be juried by a professional curator and 
produced to the highest quality standards.

Once published, Studio Visit will be mailed to 1,500 of the nation's top galleries and curators as well as a growing 
subscriber base of over 500 collectors and art enthusiasts. Additionally, all winners will be listed on the Studio Visit website 
with direct links to their sites. Participating artists will also announced in a full page advertisement placed in the nationally 
distribute publication, New American Paintings.

The competition is free to enter, however, selected artists will be responsible for a $225 production and distribution fee. 
Srtists will receive a complimentary issue of the publication, and they will be able to purchase additional copies at a 
discount.

Submission Guidelines:  All two-dimensional and three-dimensional artworks are allowed. This includes paint-
ings, drawings, monotypes, prints, photography and sculpture. You may submit two works free of charge. If 
you would like to submit additional images for the juror’s consideration, please include $10 per image.

Please make sure to include the following items with your submission:

•  Two color printouts labeled with artist initials, title, medium and dimensions. Please make sure the printouts 
are at least 5 x 7 inches and no larger than 8.5 x 11 inches (paper size). If you would like to submit more than 
two images for the juror’s consideration, please include $10 per image (checks payable to “The Open Studios 
Press”). 

•  A corresponding list of works submitted that contains your name, address, telephone number and
email address (important).

•  An appropriately size self-addressed, stamped envelope (SASE) for return of materials. Even if you do not 
want your materials back, it is important to include a SASE so that we can send you the status of your accep-
tance.
